Scholar ship Endowment

In 1997, under the direction of then Vice-President Hal White and President Madelyn Wright,
ASURA transferred $11,000 of its funds into a scholarship endowment account set up through the
ASU Foundation. Additional contributions were made between 1998 and 2002. The current val ue of
the endowment is over $21,000. Interest earnings are over $9,000 and may be expended for
scholarships. In the coming year, the Board will determine ways to continue to fund the endowment,
possibly through some fundraising activities.

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FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT

The Finance Committee was formed via the recently passed updated ASURA Bylaws. Its
functions are:

A. Annually review expenditures of the association for reasonableness and consistency with
the budget.

The committee reviewed financia reports from the 2008-2009 fiscal
year. The committee concluded that budgeted funds were spent in a
reasonable manner and were consistent with the budget. This report was
given at the November 9, 2009 board meeting. Final financial reports are
unavailable until Fall of the following fiscal year, 2009-1010 financials
will be reviewed by the 2010-2011 Finance Committee.

B. Make recommendations regarding current and future financial matters related to the
business of the association.

The committee recommended that all events stay within their projected budgets, and that
each event chair set a date when funds can no longer be returned due to an event
cancellation, depending on the cost and nature of the event.

In November, President Mary Stevens requested that the committee review and offer
recommendations on the following items.

1. Possible fund raising activities

The committee recommended one feasible fund raising activity on which the past
president will work with an appointed committee in 2010-2011.

2. The ASURA Scholarship Endowment, recently discovered, along with its associated
gpending account. President Stevens also requested that the committee work on
finalizing the endowment agreement for this fund with the ASU Foundation.

The committee reported as follows:

e ASURA established a Scholarship Endowment in 1997. Somehow the
endowment was forgotten until recently. The initia $11, 000 gift has been
supplemented with additional gifts and interest, so that the vaue of the
endowment fund is now approximately $21,000. This money has generated
available funds of approximately $9,000 for distribution to our annual
scholarship.

e The Committee reviewed the endowment background information, the
recommended use and the origina intent of the Scholarship Endowment and
spending account. The committee plans to have the final Endowment Agreement
ready for board discussion and voting in March / April, 2010.

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GOVERNMENT LIAISON COUNCIL REPORT

The Government Liaison Council acts as an agent of the Board to provide liaison and
advocacy in relation to the Arizona State Legislature, the Arizona State Retirement System
(ASRS) and such other agencies as the Board may designate. Per the ASURA Bylaws, the
Council is charged to exert influence on targeted agencies as approved by the ASURA Board
and in consultation with the ASURA officers. Reports on activities related to the State
Legidature and to the Arizona State Retirement System follow.

State L egislative Liaison

The Legidature Liaison Committee carries out two functions on behalf of the
ASURA. One function is to monitor the regular sessions of the State Legislature
and to report to the Board on any pending bills that, if passed, would impact
present and future retirees. If warranted, the Board will authorize the Group to
present its position to the Legidature. Currently, we have four non-compensated,
registered lobbyists carrying out this responsibility. Our other duty is to take care
of local arrangements for the annual Tri-university (Tri-U) meeting which is
attended by representatives of the retiree associations of the three state universities
(ASURA, NAURA and UARA).

The 2009 Tri-U meeting was held in the Fulton Center at ASU on October 20.
Following brief welcoming remarks by ASURA President, Mary Stevens, Paul Matson, ASRS
Director was introduced. Matson began his remarks with an update on the financial status of ASRS
and followed with a discussion of legidative initiatives. Following Matson's presentation, Ed
Rappaport, the ASRS Benefits Program Administrator, provided an update on ASRS health insurance
plans for the coming year. Phil Hamilton, at the time, Director of Benefit Options for ADOA
(Hamilton has since left ADOA), followed the ASRS presentations. He spent considerable time
explaining factors contributing to the problems encountered during the last ADOA health insurance
open enrollment. The meeting concluded with an open discussion of how each of our associations
interacts with its respective university. The next Tri-U meeting will take place in October, 2010.

We have been following legislative activities in the 2™ Regular Session of the 49" Legislature. The
main piece of legidationis HB 2389, proposing design changes in the ASRS Plan as follows:

1. The average monthly compensation used in the benefit calculation will change from the average
of the highest 36 months in the last 120 months to the average of the highest 60 months in the
same period.

2. One of the normal retirement date definitions will increase from 80 to 85 points (age + years of
service).

3. For aterminating ASRS participant (except those terminated by an employer reduction in force or
position elimination) employer contribution refunds will be eliminated.

The above changes, if passed, will apply only to employees hired on or after July 1, 2011. Our
lobbyists supported these changes except that we urged (according to the Board' s preference) a 25%
limit on employer contribution refunds. Also included in this bill is a provision that would permit a
person appealing aLTD decision to request that the ASRS Board hear the appeal in executive session.

A provision, supported by ASURA but removed from the pending hill, is the requirement for
employers of leased or contract employees to pay an “aternate contribution rate” for retired ASRS
Plan members who return to work before 12 months have elapsed since retirement and who perform

services that would otherwise be performed by a contributing employee. HB 2389 has passed in the
House and awaits action in the Senate where we anticipate passage.

The ASURA Board opposed HB 2341 which would establish a new “Arizona State Defined
Contribution Retirement System”. This proposal appears to be dead in the current legislative session.
Also opposed by ASURA, SB 1011 permitting Faculty to carry concealed firearms on campus, is not
moving forward.

Arizona State Retirement System Liaison

During the past year activity at the Arizona State Retirement System
" (ASRS) has mainly been aresponse to the US and global economic crisis
1 which began in late 2007 and seems to have reached its low point in
March 2009. With a historic drop in financial market values, the value of
the ASRS fund dropped from $28 billion in June 2007 to $16.7 billion in
March 2009. Thisdrop in value affected all four categories of the ASRS
total fund: the Plan, the “System,” which stopped receiving new
membersin 1971 and provides benefits to about 1600 members and
Alan Johnson  survivor beneficiaries, the health-insurance supplement fund, and the long-
term-disability fund. Since March 2009 the ASRS fund has slowly
recovered to more than $23 billion.

The ASRS straditionally conservative, long-term approach to investing left it in relatively
better condition than many other public retirement programs. To assure areliable flow of
cash — for the timely payment of benefits, for example — the ASRS curtailed investment in
areas that tie up capital for very long periods of time, notably private equity and real estate.
To improve investment performance, the ASRS has rearranged the allocation of its
investments, reducing the allocation to public equities (stocks), allocating a bit more to
private equity for the future, and introducing a category called “inflation-linked assets” (for
example, commodities). Completion of a computerization of ASRS's service operations by
the middle of 2009 has led to considerable savings within the organization. The result of the
long-term approach and this year’s effortsis that the fund is secure and can meet its present
and foreseeabl e future obligations. In February 2010 aretrospective report on the fifty
states' public retirement systems by the Pew Charitable Trust ranked Arizona as a“top
performer.”

ASRS Director Paul Matson has reminded the members of the Plan that it isa* defined
benefit” program. As such, its benefits are guaranteed. For the members of the old
“System,” 2009-2010 has been dramatic. Guided by 56 years of legislation dealing with the
“System,” the ASRS has operated on the conclusion that only the portion of a* System”
member’ s benefit derived from employer and employee contributions, plus a set rate of
interest, was guaranteed. Annual earnings of the “ System” fund beyond that amount were
distributed as supplementary payments or credit. A state-approved ASRS rule stated that
when the ability of the market value of the “ System’s’ fund to meet its long-term obligations
falls below 95%, the supplementary benefits may be reduced or eliminated. Director Matson
informed “ System” members of this possibility in February 2009 and also asked the Arizona
Attorney General for aruling on theissue. On November 24, 2009, the Attorney General
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Government Liaison Council, continued

ruled that the Arizona Constitution’s Article 29, forbidding diminishment of retirement
benefits, applies to the supplementary as well as the guaranteed benefits.

During the past year, | have attended nine of the ten regularly scheduled public meetings of
the ASRS Board of Trustees; | have carefully reviewed the reports on membership-service
that were distributed at those meetings; and | have kept abreast of ASRS s legidative
initiatives. I’'ve aso conferred occasionally with staff personnel, particularly with Director
Matson and External Affairs Liaison Lesli Sorenson. | have extensively researched the
“System” benefits issue and have corresponded with severa ASURA members about it. I've
received no complaints this year from ASURA members about ASRS service operations.

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HEALTH INSURANCE LIAISON REPORT

The ADOA open enroliment period offered new plans at the expense of an
old plan. Members were offered four providers, Aetna, Blue Cross/Blue
Shield of Arizona, Cigna, and United Healthcare. All providers offered EPO
plans and all but Cigna offered PPO plans. The Secure Horizon plan was
offered as an extension to December 31, 2009. Members who elected the
extended plan were required to select one of the other offered plans in
November with the newly selected plan to become effective January 1, 2010.
All of the EPO and PPO plans provided benefits for the 2010 calendar year.

Only two dental plans were offered, Indemnity/PPO Plan by Delta Dental
and Prepaid/DHMO Plan by Total Dental Administrators Health Plan, Inc.
In general the open enrollment for ADOA was accomplished rather smoothly with few problems.

The open enrollment for the ASRS plans basically remained the same as was offered for 2009. Only
non-Medicare Indemnity plan members were required to re-enroll. Other members did not have to re-
enroll if they did not desire to change their current plan. The offering by ASRS of a Secure Horizons
Plan and a Senior supplement plan was attractive to some ADOA members who were due to lose
coverage in the ADOA Secure Horizon Plan. Again, the open enrollment went off rather smoothly
especially due to aretiree not having to do anything if they did not desire to change plans.

Premium increases for the ADOA were significant. The ASRS managed to control cost of their plans.
The nationa climate for medical and dental is not favorable and will likely remain so until the call for
auniversal health plan is settled. The availability of stable health and dental plans to retireesis a big
plus during these unstabl e times.
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MEMBERSHIP AND COMMUNICATIONS COMMITTEE REPORT

The Membership and Communications Committee is responsible for
stimulating and devel oping Association membership. Itisaso
responsible for promoting and facilitating communication with the
membership using such methods as newsletters, electronic mail, and the
Association Web site.

This year the membership information was computerized (put into a
database) which has alowed us to better serve and more efficiently
Elmer Gooding  contact our members. Specia thanks to Connie McNeill, David
Scheatzle and Carolyn Minner for preparing the data for our use. Our
membership database lists over 1500 retirees, however, only about 700 have made their
annual membership contribution to date.

Of those who have paid, approximately half of our members prefer to receive information via
e-mail and the other half prefer to receive information through the U.S. Postal Service. Ina
year of “tight” budgets, using the e-mail option has helped us contain our mailing costs.

We gained 144 new membersthis past year! Unfortunately, almost 100 of last year's
members did not renew their membership in ASURA.

We received excellent information from Human Resources regarding new retirees and each
guarter we sent a special invitation for the new retireesto join ASURA upon their retirement
— although those currently working are also invited to join. Asaservice to those who will
be attending pre-retirement meetings, in March 2010 we began making regular presentations
about the functions and the services of the ASU Retirees Association to those anticipating
retirement.

This year we added a new service for our members who use email. Thanksto the volunteer
work of Becky Reiss, our members receive timely notices of the obituaries of our colleagues
who have passed away. Of those on our e-mail list, 89 percent chose to receive the e-mail
notices of the obituaries and 11 percent chose to receive e-mail notices without the
obituaries.

We welcome all ASU retirees—staff, faculty, academic professionals, administrative and
service professionals—into our membership.

Following are reports by Mary Stevens on our Prime Times newsletter and Connie McNeill
on our Web site, database and e-mail distribution lists.
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Prime Times Newd etter

In 2009/2010, your new editors, Janet Soper and Wilma
Mathews, compiled and published Summer and Winter issues of
the ASURA newsletter, Prime Times. It is anticipated that a
Spring/Summer issue will be forthcoming. The Summer 2009
issue presented photos and short bios of the 2009/2010 Board
members, and contact information for Officers, Committee
Chairs, Liaisons and Office Staff. The Travel Committee told
members of recent past trips and announced the upcoming China
trip in May 2010. Dean Smith contributed an article on Grady

Wilma Gammage and his English teacher, who became his wife. Roger  Janet Soper
Mathews Carter provided a most interesting article on a summer trip on the
waterways of England. Linda Van Scoy and Alan Johnson provided status reports
on the Living Video History Project and the Arizona State Retirement System.

The Winter 2009 issue highlighted the upcoming 2010 Retirees Day with featured speaker, Hugh
Downs, and announced a first for ASURA -- a breakfast and fashion show at Dillard's starring
members of ASURA as models. Jerry Aronson gave a thorough report on the Tri-University meeting
with representatives of retirees from the University of Arizona and Northern Arizona University.
Jerry discussed the presentations of guest speakers Paul Matson and Ed Rappaport of the Arizona
State Retirement System and Phil Hamilton from Arizona Department of Administration. This issue
reflected a change in the way ASURA keeps members informed of obituaries of people associated
with ASU. The issue aso included fun photos from the Verde Canyon Railroad /Jerome trip
organized by the Travel Committee.

Dave Scheatzle, former long-time editor of Prime Times, suggested three issues of our newsletter per
year rather than four, as had been produced in some prior years. This seems to be appropriate and
necessary as cost increases in printing and mailings impact our budget. Our thanks to Janet and
Wilmafor their outstanding efforts this year.

ASURA Web Site, Database, and E-mail Distribution Lists

ASURA’s Web site, http://asura.asu.edu “went live” in its current form about
two years ago. During this past year it has grown from about 150 pagesto over
200 pages. New information is being added al the time. The site seeks to
provide information of interest to our membership, including information on
events, on people, and on such “hot topics” as volunteering and health care.
We especidly like to have lots of interesting photos of our people and
activities, and Val Peterson and Dave Schestzle are great at taking these and
sharing them for use on our site.

Connie McNeill The most significant addition to the Web site this year has been in the area of

obituaries. Obituaries collected and edited by our obituaries volunteer editor,

Becky Reiss, are posted on the site shortly after she distributes them to membership via e-mail. If
photos can be located, they are added to the obituary information that Becky provides.

The ASURA Web site is fairly well used, currently averaging between 1,000 and 3,000 “hits’ per
day, typicaly involving 100-130 “visits’. Thisis over double the activity of ayear ago.
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Our membership database is maintained through a Microsoft Access application. The database and
application are housed on leased space on an ASU server so that those who need access can get to it
from “anywhere”, and can share it reasonably easily. We are using the database to report to the
ASURA Board on our membership enrollments and associated demographics. We use it to generate
mailing files for our events, to maintain our e-mail distribution lists, to prepare lists of people who
might be interested in volunteering or attending specia events, and of course to solicit new and
renewed memberships. Improvements in the past year included adding information about events
attended, automating import of new retirees, and preparing a standard monthly Membership Report.
Since the database and application are maintained by a single volunteer, there is some exposure to the
Association, and we will be exploring the possibility of shifting to a for-fee service for membership
records.

We currently have an e-mail distribution list for members who prefer e-mail communication, slightly
over half of our membership. This year we added a separate distribution list for members who wish to
receive the e-mail obituary notices that Becky Reiss prepares. Finally, we have a shared distribution
list for Board members and others who regularly attend Board meetings.

We encourage every ASU retiree who has an e-mail address to provide it to us. This can be done by
phone, mail, FAX or e-mail — see http://asura.asu.edu/contact. Also please remember to inform us if
you change your e-mail address. Or, better yet, use an ASU e-mail address that will remain constant
even if you change ISPs (Internet Service Providers). For information on why and how to do this, see
http://asura.asu.edu/UsingEPO.
